NOTICE:  TREE PLANTING





Always plant trees away from obstacles, including buildings, sidewalks and power lines.  Before you dig, remember that Colorado law requires you to call the Utility Notification Center of Colorado at 1-800-922-1987 to order the marking of underground utilities two working days (not counting the day you call) before you dig, grade or excavate.





In most cases, your private landscape contractors know this and are insured against damage, but it would behoove the homeowner to make sure this is in his contract.  When the GEV landscaping contactor does the work for the Association, this is included in his contract, so there is no worry for the homeowner.





The Landscape Committee requests that before residents do their planting, especially trees, that you contact your neighbors as to the impact the new plantings will have on them; for example, obstruction of view.
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
